2004 Annual Report for Sherborn Fire/Rescue Department
The Sherborn Fire/ Rescue department responded to 529 calls for services which represents an increase of 18% over last year. We had 254 fire responses and 269 Emergency Medical Service (EMS) calls (75% of the EMS calls were for medical emergencies and the remaining 25% for motor vehicle accidents). The department responded to an average of 1.45 calls per day. 
We also saw a dramatic increase in the amount of inspectional activities. We completed 247 inspections with the majority being for smoke detectors (26F), oil burners and general business inspections. This represents an increase of 31% over last year. 

We received our new pumper/tanker in May and brought the total cost in under the budgeted amount. This truck was built by Pierce Manufacturing, and it has a 2,000 GPM pump and carries 2,500 gallons of water. This truck is equipped with roll-over protection and climate control in the crew area. This is the only truck in our fleet with climate control in the crew area and it has become a critical resource for firefighter rehabilitation. I would like to thank the tanker selection committee and all the department members who have donated countless hours on this project. 
We sponsored an EMT- Basic training program this year. We had (7) Sherborn students complete this 125+ hour program and they received their state certification bringing the total number of EMT – Basics on our department to 24. We also have a combined total of 15 EMT – Paramedics and EMT – Intermediates that allow us to operate our ambulance at the ALS level.

I would like to thank all of the members of this department and the Officer group for their continued dedication and commitment.
