2005 Annual Report for Sherborn Fire/Rescue Department
The Sherborn Fire/ Rescue department responded to 498 calls. We had 250 fire responses and 248 Emergency Medical Service (EMS) calls. The department responded to an average of 1.4 calls per day. 
Although this year’s call volume was slightly lower than last year, it was still 4% higher than the 3 year average. This year was unusual in that the number of fire calls exceeded the number of EMS calls. This was directly attributed to a number of weather related events. We had numerous days during which we were inundated with calls, one of which was August 5th on which we responded to 21 calls. Eight of these calls were reported as buildings being struck by lightning and occurred within in a 90 minute period of time. Department members did an excellent job during these events and all calls were answered in a prompt fashion.
We implemented a daytime EMS stipend program this year to improve the EMS coverage during the daytime hours. It also allowed us to better compensate those members who are making the greatest contributions. This stipend has helped improve daytime EMS coverage, which continues to be one of our biggest challenges.
We significantly improved our inter-operability and firefighter safety through a FEMA Fire Act Grant that allowed us to purchase portable radios for the riding positions in our structural apparatus. This allows firefighters to have an individual portable radio when entering into a hazardous environment that will allow them to communicate vital information. In the past we had 1-2 portables per vehicle. 
We also received numerous other grants that helped fund vital equipment and services. This included funding for our department’s S.A.F.E program, which focuses on providing fire & life safety educational materials and education to the children in our community.

We would like to thank the town for their support of our warrant article for new pagers. These funds allowed us to purchase pagers for our members so that they can be promptly notified in the event of an emergency. 

I would like to thank all of the members of this department for their continued dedication and commitment. I would also like to thank the CMD and police departments for their support and cooperation. Lastly, I would like to thanks the citizens for their support of the Sherborn Fire/Rescue Department.
