2006 Annual Report for Sherborn Fire/Rescue Department
The Sherborn Fire/ Rescue department responded to 526 calls for service which represents an increase of 6% over last year. We had 249 fire responses and 277 Emergency Medical Service (EMS) calls (75% of the EMS calls were for medical emergencies and the remaining 25% for motor vehicle accidents). The increase in call volume this year is a result of increased EMS call activity. The department responded to an average of 1.44 calls per day. 
We are expecting the arrival of our new Osage ambulance in February 2007. I would like to thank the ambulance selection committee for their hard work. They worked hard to develop specifications that will allow us to purchase a competitively priced ambulance that will suit our needs for years to come.
We had five firefighters complete the Massachusetts Fire Academy’s Firefighter I/II program this year. This is a major commitment of time and teaches firefighters basic firefighting skills and techniques. We will also be hosting an upcoming Firefighter I/II program in Sherborn in February 07. The majority of our firefighters are trained to the firefighter I/II level. 

We continue to aggressively recruit new members, but it is becoming harder and harder to attract individuals who live in Sherborn and can commit to completing the many hours of training required. It has also been difficult to find new members who can respond during the day which is our busiest time period. If you or someone you know might be interested in joining please let us know.
I would like to thank all of the members of this department for their commitment and dedication. Our members make great sacrifices and consistently provide excellent fire and EMS services to the community. Lastly, I would like to thank the citizens of Sherborn for their continued support.
