2007 Annual Report for Sherborn Fire/Rescue Department
The Sherborn Fire/ Rescue department responded to 529 calls for service, which represents a small increase over last year. We had 254 fire responses and 275 Emergency Medical Service (EMS) calls (78% of the EMS calls were for medical emergencies and the remaining 22% for motor vehicle accidents). The department responded to an average of 1.4 calls per day. 
Our new ambulance was delivered and placed in service during the month of May. The new ambulance was purchased from Osage Industries and replaced our ten year old E-One ambulance which has served the town well. 
We continue to be aggressive in pursuing grants. We were awarded a U.S Department of Homeland Security Grant as part of their Assistance to Firefighters program for $85,500. These funds will allow us to replace SCBA (Self Contained Breathing Apparatus) units on all front line apparatus, and bring them into compliance with the most current 2007 NFPA standard. This new equipment will make a meaningful difference in firefighter safety and improve our ability to safely operate at emergency situations. 

As in past years, we have continued to encourage members to complete the Massachusetts Fire Academy’s Call/ Volunteer Firefighter program. We had seven members in this year’s class. This program is a major commitment of time and teaches firefighters basic firefighting skills and techniques. 

We also managed the implementation of the “Project Lifesaver” program. This program allows us to equip individuals with autism, Alzheimer’s and Parkinson’s disease with electronic bracelets. These bracelets can be used in conjunction with tracking equipment to more quickly locate individuals who become lost and/or disoriented. We would like to thank the Howell family for their support with the funding and implementation of this program. 

We also installed two new dry hydrants: 1) On the Farm Road bridge; 2) At the corner of Maple Street and Washington Streets.  These dry hydrants were installed at minimal cost to the town and are part of our continued push to improve the fire protection in the town.
